Creating Data CD's with Roxio CD Creator 


To create a data CD, perform the following steps:
1. Open Roxio CD Creator (Project Selector).
2. Click Make a Data CD, and then click Data CD Project.
An untitled Data CD Project window appears.
3. Insert a blank, recordable media into your CD-RW drive.
NOTE: Recordable media is CD-R and CD-RW media only. Not all players will play CD-R or CD-RW media. 
4. In the Select Source Files drop-down list box, select the folder where the desired files are located.
A list of all files in the folder appears in the Source window. 

5. Click the file in the Source window, and then click Add. The file is added to the Data CD Project.

NOTE: If you want to select multiple files, press and hold down the or key while selecting the files

NOTE: Do not to exceed the amount of available recording space on your recordable media.
The blue bar below the Layout section will indicate how much available space you have left on your recordable media. 
6. After adding the desired tracks to the layout, click the Record button. The Record CD Setup window appears.
7. Click the Start Recording button.
The Record CD Progress window appears showing the progress of the recording session.
8. When creation of the CD is complete, click the OK button to end the recording session. 

Creating CD's on the iMac 

CD burning as simple as 1-2-3
You want to spend your time creating things, not on figuring out how to make your tools work.
That’s why data disc burning is integrated into Mac OS X with the Disc Burner feature. Insert a black media into the CD Burner Drive. Simply drag your files or folders onto the disc icon and eject the disc. Mac OS X takes over from there, automatically burning the disc before ejecting it.
